at would it take to reach the

student population in Kenya with

the gospel? That’s a question we

ask ourselves every so often. Think
about it, there are about 250,000 undergrad
students in our local universities, not to mention
diploma and post-graduate students; this presents
both a need as well as immense opportunities.
There are also about two million students in high
schools across
Kenya. As our
culture changes,
so are we meeting
more and more
students who have
not set foot in a
church for years;
others who have
not interacted with
genuine followers
of Christ, and
therefore their
understanding of a
Christian is warped.
We have found our
students’ ministry
uniquely placed to
advance the gospel
in this day and age.

The Navigators students Ministry takes different
forms and shapes: we have ministry in High schools,
among post High School students and in colleges
across the country. We are seeing opportunities
among these young people. These opportunities are
presented as we meet students looking for real life
role models, young people from dysfunctional family
backgrounds, others addicted to substances as well
as those caught in the web of internet addictions;
souls crying for change yet caught up in a rut that
has an entry but no seen end.

Ben was walking to class recently when he met his
classmate, Betty, he could tell that something was
wrong because of the sunken look in her eyes and
the restlessness she exuded. As he ventured closer
to her to talk, he smelt something strange, and Betty
was quick to mumble an apology, “Sorry, | know I'm
smelling of weed (bhang)..” Though this threw off
Ben, he quickly engaged Betty on what was driving
her to smoke bhang and as she opened up about
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her desire for "something exciting”, he felt the need to share
with her the gospel... He also invited her for Bible study. Betty
promised to think about it. Two weeks later Betty joined
the Navigators Bible study group on Campus and within a
few weeks she gave her life to Christ. Today Betty is one of
the key Bible study group leaders in that Campus. She was
influenced by the gospel and has influenced others with it.

Advancing the gospel among students will take students
like Ben, above, students
who are passionate for the
lost in their circles. Being a
Christian on campus was
never fashionable, and
that hasn’t changed! We
trust God for students who
have the zeal of the Lord
burning within their heart;
a driving force that cannot
be stopped and a fire that
cannot be quenched. It
will take students with a
heart for the Lord and a
heart for the lost; students
with a committed focus on
their walk with God and
courage to share this with
other students. We are
trusting God for students
with “fire in their belies and
wings on their feet.”

Raising a student who is zealous for God is not enough, it
is equally important to build a community, to band them
together with other disciples for mutual encouragement. We
continue to see students who live and disciple among the lost
in their campuses, high schools, homes and beyond.

We shall advance with skilled labourers; men and women
reaching out to students, helping them answer life’s questions
biblically. Every week we get on campus, knock doors to share
the gospel, invite non-believers to explore scriptures with us,
diligently follow up on those who give their lives to Christ
and equip others to be leaders of this movement. We are not
just raising students but our eyes are fixed on raising fruitful
men and women; we believe the least will be a thousand, the
smallest a mighty nation (Isaiah 60:22)

otherhood and Gospel advancement

seemed like mutually exclusive ventures at

the beginning of my motherhood journey.

Between the incredibly magical moments
of joy and satisfaction (which | am ashamed to say, were
few and far between at the beginning of the journey)
and the sleepless nights and endless fatigue, there was
no conscious thought of Gospel advancement! Until
one day, Anne Mahinda invited me to a Bible Study that
met in her home, when our son was a few months old.
| struggled to keep up with the homework from the
deep study of God’s word, but | really appreciated the
opportunity to meet with other ladies and have some
structure to keep me in God’s word (more like force me
to locate my Bible and fall asleep with it in hand before
baby’s next feed). You get the picture.

The Praying Moms Group

| went to the study knowing that Anne was a Navigator
and would soon ask ‘Who | was walking with?” “Who
my key women were?’ ‘Who | was helping?' etc... to
which | would have no answers, but | knew | needed
the fellowship, so | went anyway, knowing | was failing
miserably in Gospel Advancement. | was amazed that
she never once asked me any of these questions but
rather simply asked how | was doing? If | had managed
any sleep at night? If | was looking after my husband?
Whether | felt supported by him? Anne lived out Titus
2:3-5... “older women to be reverent in the way they live,
not to be slanderers or addicted to much wine, but to
teach what is good. Then they can urge the younger
women to love their husbands and children, to be self-
controlled and pure, to be busy at home, to be kind, and
to be subject to their husbands, so that no one will malign
the word of God.”

| learnt that the way | managed my home, treated my
husband and children could actually malign the word
of God! Oh! The Gospel could be advanced or hindered
by my seemingly mundane activities around the home
as a wife and mother! Interacting with these ladies
helped me see the connection between Motherhood
and Gospel advancement, simply by watching them and
listening to them. The rich discussions from studying
Genesis, which was the second study | did with these
ladies, gave me a hunger for God in a way that | hadn’t
even thought possible in that season of my life. Seeing
the faith of Abraham and his friendship, obedience and
complete trust in a God no one knew about, and this
God’s amazing plan to love and bless all the families of
the world through Abraham’s seed, made me desire to
know this God more, to know his plan for this new family
he had placed me in; what it all meant,
how sleepless nights with our second
child and constant discipline sessions of
our 2-year old, fitted into God’s grand
plan for humanity.

Thursday mornings were my sanity,
lifeline and truly the highlight of my
week! Shiku Kanyottu and | were the
youngest in Anne’s group, 3 years on, so
we started a Bible Study with other stay
at home moms in the same season of life
to walk this journey with. We continued
with Bible Study every Thursday and
our ‘older lady’ was Patty Meredith, who
again came up to me at one Navigator
gathering and asked me who walked
with me? Encouraged me as a wife and
mother? Who did | go to when life was
hard? | couldn’t believe her! | invited her
to meet with others like me, who would
love to have someone who had gone before us on this
journey of motherhood, walk with us as we followed
Jesus and taught our children to do the same.

Patty introduced the aspect of praying for our children
to these Bible Study times with the young moms. She
taught on a Godly character trait each week (either
reading through a useful book or shared from her own
life) on areas we could nurture our children in and we
prayed for them in these particular areas, before we
started the Bible Study. This is where we got our name
‘Praying Moms.” We still meet and pray for our children
every week and then study God’s Word. We have grown
in our individual walks with God. We have supported
one another when times were hard to work through our
marriages, raising Godly offspring for the glory of God,
believing that Gospel advancement starts where God
has placed us. For now, it’s in the home, supporting and



loving our husbands and raising our children to know the
Lord and indeed carry the Gospel with them wherever
the Lord has placed them and wherever He will take
them in life. Patty helped put to rest my worry about not
advancing the Gospel in the young mom's season of life,
which | had mistakenly thought would only look like going
to campus to find a girl to mentor. So when my season of
life didn’t allow it, | thought | was failing in advancing the
Gospel. Patty always reminded us that our homes were
our mission fields at this time in our lives. She lived out
1 Thess. 2:8... “Because we loved you so much, we were
delighted to share with you not only the gospel of God
but our lives as well.” We extended our times together
beyond prayer and Bible study, to learning how to quilt,
and make special meals for our families. Patty always
wondered who else we were helping outside the group,
as she modelled this in her own home, with Felix (a boy
whom her family had adopted and many others who
were always passing through their home, with whom Bob
and Patty had walked, on life's journey.) Many of us have
learnt how to advance the love of Jesus and indeed the
Gospel from watching Patty and Bob.

There are no more sleepless nights from attending to
babies and toddlers but more from whispered prayers
in the watches of the night, wondering about questions
asked by our preteens, thankful that | was available
to hear the question, amazed that those intentional
moments to tell them about God introduced them to the
Good News as their foundational truth, in a world with
so much bad news around them. Good News they carry
with them as salt and light, wearing out my knees with
my praying moms that they will always let this 'little’ light
of theirs shine, shine, shine...

Picking a leaf from these amazing ladies who 'mothered’
me, | met with our nieces in Bible Study for about a year
in our home, every Friday night. Our kids loved their
cousins' company. They saw how much the girls looked
forward to our time together, and even wondered who
was meeting with the boy cousins! | believe that our own
children learnt the value of God's Word and of sweet
fellowship from watching our precious times with their
cousins.

When our youngest turned 7, we were privileged to
attend a parenting course for older kids (Peers without
Pressure) organized by Stanley and Patience Mukolwe,
sharing what they did to disciple their own children and
how this carried their kids through teenage years onto
young adulthood. Their son, Michael, actually attended
some of the sessions, and it was refreshing to see that
this child had made it through teenagehood and all his
parents’ investment hadn't gone to waste, by God's
grace! | learnt that it's indeed the Lord who calls us to
himself and as parents, all we can do, is create a conducive
environment for our children (biological and otherwise)
to meet the Lord and have the opportunity to know him
for themselves and hopefully choose him.

We have now started teaching our children how to have a
quiet time with the help of Navigator resources prepared
by Stanley and Patience Mukolwe from NavAfrica Family
Ministry, but again, we are learning that more is caught
than taught. | have never had to live a life worthy of the
Gospel that we preach (Phil 1:27) as | have had to, before
our children at home, because what we teach and how
we live has got to match to make any sense to children.

Mothers are the heart of a home and when mothers have
sharing the love of Jesus as their life's purpose, their home
will be a vehicle to share that love and thereby advance
the Gospel of Jesus. We prayed for a home where we
could host people, a home for people to come and be
ministered to, loved and refreshed, and God has allowed
us this privilege; to love his people by allowing us to serve
them in our home. We have also seen what the Word of
God means by in showing hospitality, some have hosted
angels...” (Hebrews 13:2). We have been ministered to,
carried in prayer, talked through issues by 'angels’ the
Lord brought to walk with us, just when we needed them
in our lives the most! So, I'm not sure who was doing the
giving. | believe it’s providence! The Lord's goodness to
all his children.

It's been an amazing journey. It’'s not who you serve God
as that matters. When you get up in the morning as a
mother, father, sister, brother, daughter, son, colleague,
classmate, neighbour - name it - are you advancing the
Gospel or not? As a Christian, it’s who you are, not what
you do. Like Paul, may we all be able to say, 'For me, to
live is Christ, and to die is gain’ (Phil 1:21) because our time
here, in whatever role, counts for Christ.

n Mark 9:38-40 NLT, John the disciple said to

Jesus, “Teacher, we saw a man using your name

to cast out demons, but we told him to stop

because he isn’'t one of our group.” “Don’t stop
him! Jesus said. “No one who performs miracles in my
name will soon be able to speak evil of me. Anyone
who is not against us is for us.”

Many times the work of the Gospel is hindered when
we are unable to work with others because they are not
“One of our group.” Indeed there are many who are not
against us, but for us, as we labor together for the same
cause - Advancing The Gospel
of Jesus and His Kingdom into
the Nations. Our methods and
mission fields may be different.
But our Master is the same,
and the Great Commission our
all-encompassing mandate:
- “Therefore go and make
disciples of all Nations,
baptizing them in the name
of The Father, and of The Son,
and of The Holy Spirit, teaching
them to obey everything | have
commanded you.”

In 1Cor 12:4, 5&12 NIV, Paul
teaches, “There are different
kinds of gifts, but the same
Spirit. Different kinds of service, but the same Lord.
Different kinds of working, but the same God works
all of them in all men. The body is a unit, though it is
made up of many parts, they form one body.” In this
exhortation he goes on to ask if, like in the human
body, the whole body were an eye, where then would
the hearing be, and, “If the whole body were an ear,
where would the sense of smell be?”. Just as the eye
cannot say to the hand, “I don’t need you!” or the head
to the feet, in the same way we cannot say to one
another, “We don’t need you!” We are all partners in
the same cause; in order for the work of the Kingdom
to be complete, each must play their part and we must
work together.

No one has everything. Paul rhetorically asks, “Are all
apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers?” That is
why we must partner with other sincere Jesus loving,
Bible based, Kingdom advancing; Churches, Para
church ministries, groups and individuals. For the
kingdom to advance it will need all the different gifts

that Christ has given to His Church. No one has them all!

Mt 9: 26-38; when Jesus saw the crowds, He was concerned,
and asked that we pray for The Lord of the harvest to send
out labourers into the harvest field. The Lord is the Lord of
the harvest, and He sends out laborers into His harvest as He
sees fit. He sends who He wills to where He wills, but it is all
His Harvest. He prayed that we would be one (Un 17:21) to the
end that the world would believe that The Father sent Jesus,
and it therefore follows that as we labor in the harvest, we
should carry out our different assignments with the unity of
interdependence.

In the scriptures we see Paul, an apostle to the Gentiles,
exercising interdependence with Peter who largely ministered
among the Jews: We see Paul and Apollos, where one sowed
the seed and the other one watered, or laid the foundation
and the other built, but God gave the growth.

Coming closer home, we as Navigators have opportunities
to labor side by side with other brothers and sisters in the
faith. In the early days of the
Navigators, Billy Graham asked
the Navigators to help with
follow up during & after his
crusades. At the international
level, Navigators partner with
the Lausanne movement for
world evangelization. Our Focus
ministry also seeks to partner
with other laborers called to the
same field.

We also labor together with
local congregations through the
Church  Discipleship  Ministry.
Many Navigator laborers have
been involved in their churches
as elders, teachers, preachers
and many other roles. We have partnered with others in the
task of evangelism such as in the recent Global Outreach Day.
In the prayer ministry, many of us have benefited from the
ministries of The Kenya House of Prayer, Harvest school of
prayer, and others.
